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God’s Grace of Giving: Part 8 

Principles of Christian Stewardship 

Beginning with verse six of chapter nine in this letter to the Corinthian church, God gave us a summary of 
His principles of Christian giving and Christian stewardship. 

In His principles of Christian stewardship and Christian giving, God takes His children beyond the simple 
basic of returning one tenth of all we receive in recognition that He owns ALL things and that  He has provided 
ALL that comes into our hands. 

We have been given some principles that will allow us to experience much greater blessings in regard to the 
use of material things. God’s principles regarding stewardship apply to ALL God has.  The principles listed in 
these verses apply to both material and nonmaterial matters.  God’s resources do not limit Him; God is only 
limited by our willingness to participate in what He wants to do. 

  

I. PRINCIPLE NUMBER ONE:  WE DETERMINE HOW MUCH WE REAP BY HOW MUCH
